These activities include taking part in a scavenger hunt, making sand castles, having lunch with 
their teddies as well as time for a swim in the sea. 

We will require many parents/ caregivers to accompany us on our trip. Parents will need to be 
prepared and responsible for helping a small group of children complete their activities and because of 
this, pre-schoolers are best not to be included in this outing. We will also require adults to help in the 
sea (about knee/waist deep).   

The trip will be postponed if the weather on the day is not suitable. Please see any relevant 
notifications on the school app the morning of the scheduled trip.
